We learn how to make
s’mores outside by using only a
cardboard box, foil and the
ingredients for our yummy snack, and,
of course, the sun.

We discuss a variety of
dinosaurs and learn about the
paleontologists and how they discover
the fossils. During this time, we also
learn the concept of graphing.
